Patricia A. Coulter was appointed President and Chief Executive Officer of the Urban League of Philadelphia, Inc. in 2002, becoming the first woman to lead this affiliate in its 90-year-history. As an affiliate of the National Urban League, the nation’s oldest and largest community-based movement dedicated to empowering African Americans and others in the achievement of social and economic equality, the Urban League of Philadelphia is uniquely positioned to serve as the connector between the circle of individuals, community-based groups, civic organizations and businesses seeking to improve the well-being of African Americans throughout the Greater Philadelphia region. 

Ms. Coulter’s career history includes leadership positions in the corporate and non-profit sectors. Prior to joining the Urban League, she held senior positions with Salveson Stetson Group, Inc., a retained executive search firm, and with Lee Hecht Harrison, a leading global career-management firm.   While at Lee Hecht Harrison, she successfully managed the start-up and business development of two profitable offices in a highly-competitive market and served on the firm’s Corporate Diversity Council. Prior to her corporate positions, Ms. Coulter spent more than a decade with INROADS, a not-for-profit that helps businesses gain greater access to diversity talent through the continuous leadership development and training of college students. With INROADS, Ms. Coulter managed the start-up of the Philadelphia office, growing it to the largest in the country and eventually becoming Regional Vice President of East Coast Operations. 

Ms. Coulter is a civic leader in the Philadelphia community, serving on various non-profit boards and associations.  She sits on the executive committees of the Philadelphia Workforce Investment Board, Life Science Career Alliance and the Philadelphia Education Foundation. She also serves as a member of the board of the Eagles Youth Partnership, Thomas Jefferson University, the Philadelphia Foundation, the Free Library of Philadelphia, the John S. and James L. Knight Foundation Community Advisory Committee, and the Committee of Seventy. She is a member of the Forum of Executive Women, the External Advisory Board for Temple University’s Center for Minority Health and Bright Hope Baptist Church, where she serves on the Board of Trustees. She has been appointed by Mayor Michael A. Nutter to serve on the Mayor’s Office of Community Services Commission and the Philadelphia Council for College and Career Success.



Highly-regarded for her professional accomplishments and commitment to public service, Ms. Coulter has received many accolades, including being named one of Philadelphia Business Journal’s “Women of Distinction,” and “Minority Business Leader Advocate,” “Leadership Philadelphia’s 100 Connectors,” and one of Dollars and Sense magazine’s “Top 100 Black Business and Professional Women.”  She has received the Anthony DeLuz Black History Makers of Today Award from the Black McDonald’s Owners and Operators Association. She has been honored by the Philadelphia Inter-Alumni Council of the United Negro College Fund and been featured as a leading voice on business and community service in the Philadelphia Business Journal, the Philadelphia Inquirer, the Philadelphia Daily News, the Philadelphia Tribune and Human Resources Executive Magazine.  Ms. Coulter was also profiled in “Voices – African American and Latina Women Role Models,” a book published by the Pennsylvania Commission on Women.

Ms. Coulter earned a Bachelor of Science degree in Music from Knoxville College and a Master of Education from the University of Louisville. She has also completed Harvard Business School’s Strategic Perspectives in Nonprofit Management, a program providing executives with the opportunity to examine their missions and develop new strategies. 

 Ms. Coulter was born in Newton, N.C. and raised in Cleveland, Ohio. She is the mother of one adult son and currently resides in Philadelphia’s Mt. Airy neighborhood.
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
